Written on Our Heart

It is a Valentine’s Day staple, conversation hearts, a.k.a. candy hearts. For over 120 years, these hard
sugar candies have proclaimed messages like: Sweetie, XOXO, I'm Yours, Love You, Be Mine, Ask
Me, Kiss Me, Magic, Cutie Pie, and hundreds of other messages. Today’s hearts also broadcast emojis
and text abbreviations. You can even order custom-made candy hearts and put your own love message

on them.

We chuckle at this holiday tradition. But there is a spiritual connection. God has always wanted our
heart. He wants His message to be written on our heart. If God is imprinted on our heart then our
actions will be in line with his will. Too often people focus on the behaviors and never get around to truly
giving God their heart. Maybe because they don’t want God’s laws written on their heart (Romans
2:15). Maybe they don’'t want their heart to be circumcised (identified) for the covenant-making God
(Romans 2:29). Maybe they don’t want to be, as Paul calls the Christians in Corinth (2 Corinthians
3:2) You are our letter, written on our hearts, known and read by everyone.

And yet, everyone’s heart proclaims what is written on it. The message may be based on hate, anxiety,
disbelief, manipulation and rebellion. Or, it may be founded on love, compassion, humility and
obedience. What message does your heart proclaim? If you have given Jesus your HEART, soul, mind
and strength, you have taken the best steps toward pure discipleship. Do not surrender your heart to
culture, tradition, or even to your own understanding. Surrender your heart to God and let Him make
you new. THEN, live in the love that flows willingly from God’s heart. Be the message God has written

on your heart.
