That Smell Sticks with You

Our pleasant drive through the country was interrupted by a horrible smell. Lying on the gravel 
shoulder were the recent remains of a roadkill skunk. As I approached, the smell got worse. I had 
nothing to do with killing that skunk, but its foul odor was in my environment and, if I were to stay 
in that location, that smell would stick with me. As it was, I still smelled it 2 miles down the road. 
 

I recently heard a Jewish man say that if you spend all day in a fish market, or in a perfume  
Boutique, you don’t have to touch the fish or spritz the perfume, but that smell will stick with you. 
A person’s environment is important. If we keep company with those who bear the stench of a 
certain sin (like gossips, complainers, braggarts or liars), we will reek of that sin. The longer we 
stay in that environment, the more that foul smell will become part of us. We may even become 
immune to that obnoxious odor. 
 

However, if we surround ourselves with people who are grateful, humble, joyful, honest, folk who 
build others up, we will bear that scent. Scripture supports this. Proverbs 13:20 Walk with the 
wise and become wise, for a companion of fools suffers harm. Proverbs 22:24-25 Do not make 
friends with a hot-tempered person, do not associate with one easily angered, or you may 
learn their ways and get yourself ensnared. James 4:4 Don’t you know that friendship with the 
world means enmity against God? Therefore, anyone who chooses to be a friend of the world 
becomes an enemy of God. 1 Corinthians 15:33 Do not be misled: Bad company corrupts good 
character.  
 

On the positive side:  Hebrews 10:24-25 And let us consider how we may spur one another on 
toward love and good deeds, not giving up meeting together, as some are in the habit of doing, 
but encouraging one another. Let our environment and the people we get close to be a sweet-
smelling incense of worship to God.
